United Way of Metropolitan Nashville minimizes costs
to give donor dollars the greatest community impact. In
2008, operational costs and administrative expenses
reflected trends of the last decade, with costs holding
steady at 15% or less; the average over the last four
years was less than 14%. United Way has been able to
keep its costs low by prudent management of operating
expenses and continuous process improvement,

particularly the use of technology. We continue to
encourage companies to embrace convenient paperless
pledging, and in 2008 more than 50% of campaign
pledge transactions were processed electronically. We
introduced an online designation reporting product

to agencies in 2006, and in 2007 introduced an online
tool to streamline agency submissions to the
application-for-funding process.
